What Does God Think? (part 2)

Today I want to present part 2 of a 2 part sermon series called: What does God think? 
Back in August I preached part 1 and we considered what God thinks when we:

(1) Take the time to invite a friend or a family member to Bible Class (2) Stand for the rights of the innocent unborn and born babies (3) Continue to teach and preach that God set up marriage for one man and one woman (4) Humbly and quickly repent of our sins (5) Use the gifts God has blessed us with to do good (6) Give our time for those who are in need of visits and encouragement (7) Work hard to set a good Christian example to our spouses, children, and friends who need the salvation of Jesus (8) Walk by faith rather than by sight
This morning I would like to continue considering the question: What does God think?
*Many times we are concerned with what man thinks of us, but that is not as important as what God thinks of us!
9. When we help and encourage those preaching the gospel (Romans 10:15, Philippians 4:14-18). We try to do this for the preachers we support, but we also have preachers among us that we can help and encourage.
10. When we take time to thank God for the successes He allows us to have in this life (Romans 1:20-21, Colossians 3:12-17). The song "Count Your Blessings" gives the correct attitude we Christians are to have.
11. When we honor our president and pray for him, even though we disagree with him (Romans 13:1-7, 1 Timothy 2:1-4, Titus 3:1-2, 1 Peter 2:13-17). This can be a challenge, but if we remember that God wants all men to be saved, including our president, praying for our leaders should get easier.
12. When we sincerely honor and obey our parents (Ephesians 6:1-3, Colossians 3:20). This also can be a challenge, but the blessings are worth it.
13. When we give up worldly or fleshly things to be spiritually minded (Romans 8:5-8). This is our battlefield with Satan (James 4:7-10, 1 Peter 5:6-11). When we overcome temptations, the Lord always wins!
14. When we keep His commandments (1 Thessalonians 4:1-2, 1 John 3:22). Jesus said if you love me, keep my commandments (John 14:15). Pretty simple to say but sometimes a challenge to do. When we keep God's commandments He is pleased and it will always work out best for us (Romans 8:28). 
15. When we try to follow the example of Jesus (John 8:29, 1 Corinthians 11:1, 1 Peter 2:21). We know God was pleased with Jesus. The more we live like Him, the more we will please the Father in Heaven.
16. When we are baptized to wash away our sins (Matthew 3:13-17). God was pleased when Jesus was baptized even though He had no sin. Can you imagine how God rejoices when one who was lost in sin decides to be baptized to become child of God? There is no greater blessing than to have our sins washed away and be added to the saved body of Christ (Acts 3:40-42, 47)!
What does God think about you right now? What does He think of me right now? Our goal should be the same as that of the writer of Hebrews (Hebrews 13:20-21). To be well pleasing in all that we do.
If God is not happy with you this morning, I encourage you to do something about it! 
If you are a Christian who needs to repent and resolve to do better, why not do that now? God forgives and forgets.

If you are not a Christian this morning, why are you waiting? Believe in Jesus, confess that He is the Son of God, repent of your sins, be baptized to wash them all away, and then give your life to Him (Galatians 2:20)! When we do God's will He is always pleased with us! If we can help you now, please come forward while we stand and sing!
